Theodore O’Connor

This 14.2-hand, chestnut gelding won more than his share of hearts as the first pony to compete at the Rolex Kentucky CCI****. But he didn’t just compete; he was third in an international field of 42 competitors that include medal-winning combinations.

Witty Boy – He was a 16.2-hand, dark bay Thoroughbred nicknamed Theodore. He raced 40 times in three years, was a stakes-placed winner of $50,518 and died at age 24. He sired several sport ponies in the driving, eventing and hunter ranks.

Chelsea’s Melody – She is a 13-hand, half-Thoroughbred mare, who is also dam of combined training ponies, Theodore O’Cassidy (hunter and dressage), Theodore II (stallion) and Theo. She is the grand dam of hunter champions Zolcor and Theoden. All but one of her foals were by Witty Boy.

Esker Electra – She was an 11.3-hand, registered Half-Arabian mare that was also half Shetland. She was the dam of Karacter (champion pony hunter), I Don’t Know (champion pony hunter), Annie Mae (pony hunter), Out of Character (equitation and children’s hunter pony) and broodmares.

Bold Ruler – He was a stakes winner of $764,204 form 33 starts in three years and is ancestor to numerous hunters, jumpers and eventers at the championship or international level.

Marking Time – She was a stakes winner of $66,522 from 10 starts in two years and ancestor to the eventer Cayman Went, who was 2nd at 2001 Fair Hill CCI***, 20th at 2002 Rolex Kentucky CCI**** and 14th at the 2003 Badminton Horse Trials in 2003 with Phillip Dutton.

Better Bee – He was a stakes winner of $310,839 from 89 starts in six years and ancestor to the international eventer, Titleist. 

Honest Pleasure – He was a stakes winner of $839,997 form 25 starts in three years and ancestor to Marsoom (sport approved stallion in Britain), Bally Free (eventer) and Adda Mark (2000 IHF Grand Champion Hunter).

JR Lyraff – He was an Arabian stallion that was intensely linebred to Raffles.

Esker Eclipse – She was a Shetland Pony that was inbred to Happy Hour Supreme.
